COLERAINE ’13	 97 POINTS
So dense and minerally with graphite tannin, mouth-perfume, impeccable balance, 
deep and rolling, with a superb finish. Could be immortal.

COLERAINE ’14	 96-97 POINTS
Pencil, deep, dark fruit, superb, great tannin, inner mouth-perfume, melting and long. 
Absolutely incredible.

COLERAINE ’15	 95-96 POINTS
Blackcurrant and raspberry, slight herbal play, but ripe. Succulent and primary fruit, 
graphite tannin, richness, with some black olive in the mix. It’s wonderful.

COLERAINE ’16	 96-97 POINTS
Seamless and on point with redcurrant, raspberry, superb tannin and energy, very fine 
acidity, superb length. A wine of clarity and presence, and so, so good.
